The elements of Solidarity Economy are comprised largely of Social Enterprises. Social
enterprises are social mission organizations which trade in goods or services for a
social or environmenial purpose. While commercial-oriented enterprises seck profit
first and foremost, social enterprises pursuc a “triple bottom line" of social develop-
ment, ecological justice, and financial self-sufficiency.

The various forms of social enterprises can be classified into five major categories,
based on the purpose for which they were organized .

1. Social Enterprises dealing with Creation of Resources

Social enterprises dealing with Ecological creation focus on earth processes - the birth
and growth of natural . including ph hesis, respirati logical &

chemical transformation. etc.

Social enterprises focusing on the subject of Cultural creation are interested in human
cultural resources (language, stories, music, ideas, skills) generated & transformed over
millions of years by collective creativity, imagination, intuition, observation & experi-
mentation.
